➢ Operational Deficit - $0 (HALLELUJAH) 

➢ Finish PCA – ULTIMATE GOAL of $1,000,000 ($119,000 needed for Phase 2) 

o Step 1: $5,000 to complete dirt work (MET) 

o Step 2: $5,000 to install first foundational wall (MET) 

o Step 3: $12,900 for minimally required staff (MET) 
Moving Phase 2 to God’s timing. 

o Step 4: $30,000 – Administration building part A. 

o Step 5: $25,000 – Infrastructure A (Bathrooms, Water System, etc). 

o Step 6: $36,000 – Complete initially required classrooms. 

o Step 7: $28,000 – Initial hiring of High School staff.
